Within our Building... 
Lights are turned off when rooms are not in use and  

office blinds are kept closed allowing heat and/or air 
conditioning in, which helps use less energy .  

 
Warden Woods uses CFL bulbs when possible.  
Fluorescent tubing is limited to T8ôs which use less 

power.  
 

Unbleached paper towels are 
used and staff sink is cleaned 
with baking soda.  All offices 

have blue bins and food waste 
is composted.      

 
Composting leaves are used 
for fertilizer and mulch for 

community gardens.  
 

Surplus furniture is donated 
back to the community and 
scrap metals collected and reused when possible.  

 
Used batteries can be dropped off at the Centre and then 

are taken to a hazardous waste disposal site, as are 
paint cans and other materials.   

By Staff, Volunteers and Clients ... 
We encourage use of reusable bottles for water and not 

the use of plastic bottles.  
Computers and photocopiers are 

shut down or in energy saver 

mode when not in use.  

  

Ceramic plates, mugs and metal 

cutlery is used  

instead of plastic  

when possible.  

 

Staff brings their own lunch to 

work regularly.   

Our Green Commitment 
Within our Programmes and Services... 

We recycle, reuse and reduce the use of paper, office 

supplies, and envelopes and file folders.  
  

Recycled materials used for childrenôs art projects and 
childrenôs programmes use washable , not disposable, 
dishes during snack time.  

 
Dishwasher is used when there is a full load only.   

Congregate dining using ceramic dishes and metal  
cutlery.

appointments, announce special events and projects, 
eliminating heavy use of paper.
